


Intentions

Through this index, I have extracted keywords from the essay Uncorporate
Identity that characterize the micro-nation of Sealand. I then organized them
by lexical fields to uncover interesting oppositions and contradictions. Indeed,
many dualities are highlighted through the sometimes ironic statements of the
author: a «principality» that has nonetheless become a hub for data; a legis-
lated political regime despite its nearly nonexistent population, etc.

I juxtaposed the official facts that qualify Sealand with the tendencies that
accompany them, listed in a mirrored format. I also emphasized the critique
and irony presented by the author regarding the corporate identity of this state,
which seems entirely constructed by actors external to it. This is graphically
represented in my index through a large-scale enumeration of terms related to
fairy tales and fiction. The gradually appearing pink color signals this disjunc-
tion, evokes this imaginary realm, and thus contrasts with the navy blue.
